Park Update on Parks Projects
Camping Cabins: Roofs are in place, waiting for shipment of bathtubs. Inspection to follow installation of tubs. Changing suppliers due to broken items.
Cold Storage Building at Calumet County Park: Waiting on interior electrical service panel, otherwise in use.
Cold Storage Building at Ledge View Nature Center: Bids are out and due June 8th.
South end Bathhouse: Out for bid a seconded time, bid closes in 2 weeks.
South end Campground: Water and electricity are charged. Will be open for reservations June – Labor Day. 
Pay Station at Boat Harbors: Installed on May 23rd. There have been complications at the Calumet County Park Harbor. Looking into a security system at Brothertown Harbor to monitor vandalism. 
ADA Kayak Launch: Launch was installed same time as the vending machine. Funds were contributed by the DNR. Director Backus presented pictures of the launch.
Automatic Kayak Vending Machine: Machine was installed. Pricing to be updated to match surrounding municipalities. Director Backus presented pictures of the machine. 
Wood Storage Building: Delay on steel. New automatic wood vending machine was delivered.
Cottonwood and Dead Ash Tree Removal Project: Continue to cut Cottonwood and Ash in the park that are a hazard. DNR are finished at the Friendship Trail. We will grade and treat the area. Plans to plant next year.
