Shelter Rental/Use Policy

Ledge View Nature Center:

Shelters may be reserved up to 1 year, 365 days, in advance of the date of the first night of the
reservation.

The shelters may be rented between mid-May through October 31st of each year.
To make a reservation, payment in full plus reservation fee is required at the time of booking.

If there is a cancellation one week prior to the reserved date, the daily fee and tax will be
refunded. The reservation fee is not refundable.

If there is a cancellation less than seven days prior to the reserved date, there will be no
refund.

Rental party is responsible for any damage and cleanup of the pavilion and surrounding area.
Scotch or masking type tape, putty, and removable strips are ok to use but must be removed.
No nails, tacks, staples, duct tape, etc. may be used.

Shelter hours are from dawn to dusk.

Bands/DJ’s are not permitted. Excessive noise is not permitted.

The rental party is responsible for the general clean-up of the pavilion at the end of their rental period.
Below is a complete list of tasks that are expected to be completed. A $50 fee will be applied if the
renter does not adequately clean.

Remove any decorations and personal items.

Wipe down picnic tables and return them to their original position if moved.
Wipe up any spills on the concrete.

Make sure all garbage or recycling is placed in the proper garbage receptacle.
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
